Introduction (Heading 1)
This is a template for submissions to the ARS 2020. All submissions must adhere to the guidelines provided in this template. This is an example of the final manuscript which must be not greater than three pages including figures. The various components of your extended abstract [title, text, heads, etc.] are already defined on the style sheet, as illustrated by the portions given in this document. 
Please use A4 size paper; in one column format with “Times New Roman” font. Margins are as follows; Top: 2cm; Bottom: 2 cm; Left: 2.5 cm; Right: 2 cm. Header set at 1.2cm and Footer at 1cm from the page limit, respectively. All margins, column width, line spaces, and text fonts are prescribed; please do not change them. 
Template Specifications
This section provides the examples of extended abstract components. Please preserve the style of the headings, text font, and line spacing in order to provide a uniform style for the Proceedings.
Authors and Affiliations
Authors’ names are set in 10pt and no spacing before and after. Underline the corresponding author’s name and provide the corresponding author’s email address. Affiliation and contacts are in 9pt italics, with a spacing of 6pt before and after. 
Headings (Heading 2)
Headings are used to organize the abstract in coherent manner. Style for component heads, i.e, Abstract, Acknowledgements, and References is given in “ComponentHeads”. 
Text heads organize the topics on a relational basis. Title is the primary text head on which subsequent material is elaborated. Type the title of the paper in 12pt boldface, with a spacing of 12pt before and after.  Styles “Heading 1” , “Heading 2”,and “Heading 3” are prescribed for sub-topics or the next level heads. 
Capitalize all major words in the title and headings.
Body of texts (Text)
The normal texts should be set in 10pt “Times New Roman” with a spacing of 6pt after. Lines are single-spaced. The paragraphs should be justified.
Figures, Tables, and Equations
Figure captions should be below the figures and table captions should appear above the tables. Insert figures and tables after they are cited in the text. Tables and figures should be numbered consecutively. 
Tables (Heading 3)
Tables should be designed to have a uniform style throughout the paper, following the style shown in Table 1.

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Equations
Equations should be centered and numbered consecutively, as in Eq. (1).

Papers should be submitted in MS Word format (.doc or .docx) to the email address ars@eng.ruh.ac.lk with the submission form.  Authors will be notified of their submission by 1st March 2020. The accepted extended abstracts should be revised according to the reviewers’ suggestions and final revised extended abstracts should be submitted within 06th March 2020.
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References 
References should appear at the end of the paper according to Harvard style, listed alphabetically by last name of the first author.  Thereafter sorting is made by co-authors and year.  However, in the text, sorting is done by year (Abc et al., 2005; Ghi, 1992).  References in the text consist of the author name and publication year in parentheses.  All references listed should be cited in the text.
